HULL IJS OPEN 2010
ADDITIONAL IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Hull opens will be judged using the IJS from level 2 to level 10 for singles and Pre-IJS (Novice) Pairs.  The new generic criteria have now been published, but it is likely that these may be changed at ISU Congress in June.  This document will be updated as soon as possible after Congress, and the Hull Open Competition will follow the new generic criteria INCUDING ANY CHANGES MADE AT CONGRESS, effective from 1st July 2010.
Any skater at levels 8 to 10 inclusive who competes in BOTH sections of the event at the same level can use the scores for the NISA Rankings and should supply scores to Julia McMurray in the NISA Office if they wish their ranking to be updated.  It is not possible to use scores from different levels of competition for the rankings.
If a skater enters only the short programme (at any level) and achieves the Performance score, this will be recorded in a separate section of the rankings and again the score should be submitted to Julia McMurray.

Scores at this event can be used for test passes giving skaters eligibility to the British Championships as appropriate.  Any skater achieving the required score should apply to the NISA office if they wish to be acredited with the test.  Please note this is NOT an automatic process and it is the responsibility of the skater to apply for the test if they wish to do so.  This decision has been made as a one off decision to allow skaters 3 attampts within the UK to achieve the test score required for entry to the British Championships.
